Section C - Descriptions and Specifications

SECTION C-1

1. GENERAL INFORMATION

1.1.  SCOPE OF WORK.  The Contractor shall furnish all necessary personnel, equipment, tools, materials, supervision, parts, and services necessary to perform routine inspection, maintenance and repair of fire alarm, detection and suppression systems located in various facilities as defined in this performance work statement (PWS) in Kunsan and Osan Air Bases, Korea.  The Contractor shall perform the requirements of this PWS to the levels and standards specified in this contract and in strict accordance with all of the terms and conditions of this contract.  The estimated quantities of work are listed in Technical Exhibit (T. E.) 2, Workload Estimates.

1.1.1.  These services shall be performed in various facilities which shall include officer quarters, enlisted quarters, medical facilities, retail outlets, recreation facilities, offices, warehouses, and aircraft shelters, or any other facility in accordance with this Statement of Work.

1.1.3.10.  Perform routine inspection, maintenance, and repair(s) of  fire pumps supporting sprinkler standpipe and AFFF systems in various facilities listed in T. E. 2a of this PWS in OAB in the ROK.

1.1.3.11.  Perform annual testing of Deep Fat Fryer Thermostats in various facilities listed in T. E. 2a of this PWS in OAB in the ROK.

1.1.4.  Repair/Restoration Work, Emergency response Service and Premium for Non-Standard Work Hours (Requirements/CLINs 0001AM-AP and 0002AM-AP).

1.1.4.1.  Perform repair work to restore fire protection systems in KAB and OAB, in the ROK.

1.1.4.1.1. The Contractor and Sub-contractor(s) shall be responsible to perform minor repair and restoration work in relation to the installation of new fire detection or fire suppression system components.  The Contractor and Sub-contractor(s) shall also be responsible to perform repair work to alter existing fire alarm, detection or suppression systems which may be required by the Government under the recommendations provided from inspections and tests following the scheduled maintenance service.
1.1.4.1.2. Repair work consists of installation of fire alarm, detection or suppression systems’ components to repair the bases’ overall fire protection system, to include the following:  installation of a new system in a new facility, upgrade of an existing system to meet current fire standards, or realigning an existing system to meet new requirements.  All work will conform to applicable NFPA Standards and UFC 3-600-02.
1.1.4.2.   Provide emergency response service for KAB and OAB.

1.1.4.3. Hours outside of the regular work hours (0700 – 1700) at KAB and OAB.

1.1.5.  Repair Parts for Fire Detection/Suppression Systems at KAB and OAB (Requirements/ CLINs 0001AQ and CLIN 0002AQ).

1.2. PROJECT MANAGER.

1.2.1.  Project Manager:  The Contractor shall provide a project manager who shall be responsible for supervising the performance of work.  The names of this individuals and an alternate who shall act for the contractor when the project manager is absent, shall be designated in writing to the Contracting Officer(KO).

1.2.2.  The Project Manager or alternate shall have full authority to act for the contractor on all contract matters relating to the daily operation of this contract.

1.2.3.  The Project Manager or alternate shall be available during normal duty hours within two (2) hour to meet on the installation with Government personnel (designated by the contracting officer) to discuss problem areas.  After normal duty hours, the managers or alternates shall be available within four (4) hours.

1.2.4.  The Project Managers and alternates shall be able to read, write, speak, and understand English.

1.3.  SPECIAL QUALIFICATIONS AND LICENSES.  

1.3.1.  The contractor must have a Fire Protection System Technician that meets the following qualification: a currently certified NICET Level III-Technician, Registered Professional Engineer or equivalent, who has received training in the application of US National Fire Protection Association(NFPA) standards.  The resume and copy of certification for the Fire Protection System Technician shall be included in the technical proposal.  The individual installing the system shall be thoroughly knowledgeable of all applicable National Fire Protection Association Standards.  In addition, the Fire Protection System Technician must have a minimum of two years experience installing Fire Alarm and Suppression Systems. The Technician shall inspect and test all work accomplished, certify that the installation is according to current NFPA standards, program and commission the system and perform all acceptance testing. The results of all inspections and tests will be submitted in writing, to the Contracting Officer for approval. 

1.3.2.  A licensed electrician shall perform installation of wiring, cable or system components.  However, the Supervisor shall perform the programming and commissioning of systems.  The resume and copy of license for the electrician shall be included in the technical proposal.

1.3.3.  In accordance with Korean Law, the contractor must possess the following license:  Fire Protection Engineering.  

1.4.  Contractor Employees:  The Contractor shall not employ persons for work on this contract if such employees are identified to the contractor by the Contracting Officer (KO) as potential threats to the health, safety, security, and general well being or operational mission of the installations and their population.

1.4.1.  Contractor personnel shall present a professional appearance and be easily recognized as contractor employees.  Employees shall have a uniform with name tag, identifying the employee and the company.

1.5.  SECURITY REQUIREMENTS  The Contractor and employees must comply with all security requirements imposed by local installation commanders at all times while performing work under this contract.

1.6.  BASE PASSES  The Contractor shall be responsible to arrange for base passes and necessary vehicle permits required for entry onto this installation.  The contractor shall obtain the necessary base passes and vehicle permits before performing any portion of this contract work. The temporary base pass takes at least two weeks to process and is issued for only three months. The permanent base pass requires two months to process.  The COR will not be responsible for providing escorts for the contractor’s employees.

1.6.1.  Vehicle Passes:  All contractor vehicles used in the performance of work under this contract shall be registered, operated, and maintained in accordance with USFK Regulation 190-1 when such motor vehicles are operated on a US Government installation.  All contractor personnel operating a motor vehicle on this installation shall be aware of current driving policies and abide by these policies. Any contractor traffic violations may result in the denial of further driving privileges on this installation.

1.6.2  Individual Base Passes:  Individual base passes for the contractor’s employees will be issued for the work hours of 0700 to 1700, Monday through Friday. The project manager and alternates may be issued twenty four hour individual base passes for after-duty emergency calls and weekend work during the term of this contract.

1.6.3  Escort Privileges:  Individual base passes for the contractor’s employees will not be authorized escort privileges. Escort privileges will be authorized for the project manager and alternates with a limit of three persons per base pass. It is the contractor’s responsibility to ensure that the escorting official has full control over all escorted individuals at all times.  Any individual found on this installation unescorted will be removed from the installation and escort official’s escorting privileges will be withdrawn.  Any individual removed from this installation for an escort violation will not be authorized further access to this installation.

1.6.4.  Military Restricted Areas:  In the event that services to be performed entail continuing access to restricted areas, all contractor personnel requiring such access will be required to have a background investigation, DD form 254.  The contractor shall submit to the KO, 14 days prior to the contract start date, a list of employees that will require a background investigation in accordance with this provision.

1.7.  QUALITY ASSURANCE  According to the inspection of services clause, the Government will evaluate the contractor's performance under this contract.  For those tasks listed on the Performance Requirements Summary (PRS), the COR or evaluators will follow the methods of surveillance specified in this contract.  Government personnel will record all surveillance observations.  When an observation indicates defective performance, the COR will require the project managers or alternates to initial the observation.  The initialing of the observation does not necessarily constitute concurrence with the observation, only acknowledgment that they have been made aware of the defective performance.  Government surveillance of tasks not listed in the PRS by methods other than those listed in the PRS (such as provided for by the Inspection of Services Clause) may occur during the performance period of this contract.  Such surveillance will be done according to standard inspection procedures or other contract provisions.  Any action taken by the Contracting Officer (KO) as a result of surveillance will be according to the terms of this contract.

1.7.2.  List the Performance of Work requirements that the government will survey.  The absence of any contract requirement from the PRS will not detract from its enforceability nor limit the rights or remedies of the government under any other provisions of the contract, including the clauses entitled “Inspection of Services” and “Default.”

1.7.3.  Define the standard of performance for each listed service.

1.7.4.  Set forth the maximum allowable deviation from standard performance for that service may occur before the government will invoke the payment computation formula, resulting in a payment of less than 100 percent of the maximum payment for the listed service.

1.7.5.  Define the lot used as the basis for surveillance or for payment computation purposes.

1.7.6.  Set forth the surveillance methods the government will use to evaluate the contractor’s performance for the listed tasks.

1.7.7.  Set forth the percentage of the total contract price that the listed contract requirement represents, only if the surveillance is either 100 percent inspection or random sampling.

1.7.8.  Performance Evaluation Meetings:  The KO may require the project manager to meet with other Government personnel as deemed necessary.  The Contractor may request a meeting with the KO when they believe such a meeting is necessary.  Written minutes of any such meetings shall be recorded in the contract and signed by the project manager and the Procuring Contracting Officer (PCO) or Administrative Contracting Officer (ACO).  If the Contractor does not concur with any portion of the minutes, such non-concurrence shall be provided in writing to the KO within 10 calendar days following receipt of the minutes.

1.8.  PHYSICAL SECURITY  The Contractor shall be responsible for safeguarding all Government property provided for contractor use.  At the end of each work period, all Government facilities, equipment, and materials shall be secured.

1.8.1.  Key Control:  The Contractor shall establish and implement methods of making sure all keys issued to the contractor by the Government are not lost or misplaced and are not used by unauthorized persons.  The Contractor shall not duplicate any keys issued by the Government.

1.8.1.1.  The Contractor shall immediately report to the COR any occurrences of lost or duplicated keys.

1.8.1.2.  In the event keys, other than master keys, are lost or duplicated, the Contractor may be required, upon written direction of the KO, to re-key the affected lock or locks without cost to the Government.  The Government may, however, at its option, replace the affected lock or locks or perform re-keying, and deduct the cost from the monthly payment due the contractor.  In the event a master key is lost or duplicated, the Government shall replace all locks and keys for that system and the total cost deducted from the monthly payment due the Contractor.

1.8.1.3.  The Contractor shall prohibit the use of keys issued by the Government by any persons other than the Contractor's employees and the opening of locked areas by Contractor employees to permit entrance of persons other than Contractor employees engaged in performance of contract work requirements in those areas.

1.8.2.  Lock Combinations:  The Contractor shall control and safeguard lock combinations, at all times, to prevent unauthorized individuals from gaining access to Government facilities.

1.9.  HOURS OF OPERATION.

1.9.1.  Normal Hours of Operation:  The contractor shall perform the services required under this contract during the following hours: 0700 to 1700 hrs, Monday through Friday, which is the normal hours of operation.

1.9.2.  Requests to perform routine inspection, maintenance and repair of fire alarm, detection, and suppression systems on Saturdays, Sundays or holidays may only be performed upon written approval from the KO and such work outside normal duty hours will not entail any additional costs to the Government.  The contractor shall submit a request, in writing, to the KO through the COR, seven calendar days in advance, stating the reason for this request.  The KO shall evaluate the contractor’s request and inform the contractor through within three calendar days, if approval is granted.  

1.9.3.  Emergency or Special Event Services:  The Contractor shall respond to emergency service calls within four hours of notification to repair an installed fire alarm, detection and/or suppression system as determined by the government.  An emergency is any condition that requires immediate action to eliminate life or serious injury hazards to personnel, prevent loss or damage to government property, or restore essential services.  The on-duty Fire Chief or Assistant Fire Chief will determine which system outage is an emergency.  The KO through the COR will notify the contractor to respond as required.  

1.9.4  Recognized Holidays:  The contractor is not expected to perform routine inspections, maintenance, and repairs of the fire alarm, detection, and suppression systems on the holidays listed in local clause 52.0000-4304.  For routine inspections, maintenance and repairs of fire alarm, detection, and suppression systems, the COR shall notify the contractor, in writing, seven calendar days in advance, if the contractor’s service is required on a Saturday, Sunday or holiday.  

1.9.5.  Exercises:  The COR will notify the contractor, in advance, of any exercises and a list of buildings will be closed during the exercises.  During this period of time, the Contractor shall be authorized to perform routine inspections, maintenance, and repairs to the fire alarm, detection and suppression systems in any open facility.  During these periods, the Contractor shall keep the KO through COR informed of any Government delays the contractor encounters which causes the Contractor a backlog of unperformed inspections, maintenance, and repairs.

1.10  CONSERVATION OF UTILITIES  The contractor shall make sure employees practice utility conservation.  The contractor shall be responsible for operating under conditions that prevent the waste of utilities to include:

1.10.1  Lights shall be used only in areas where work is actually being performed.

1.10.2  Employees shall not adjust mechanical equipment controls for heating, ventilation, and air conditioning systems.

1.10.3  Water faucets or valves shall be turned off when not in use.

1.11.  RECORDS  The contractor shall be responsible for creating, maintaining, and disposing of only those government required records that are specifically cited in this PWS or required by the provisions of a mandatory directive.  All documented testing, maintenance, and inspections of fire alarm, detection, and suppression systems will be considered the property of the Government.  Thirty (30) days before the end of the contract, all documentation, including generated computer CD’s or disks, programs, hard copies, etc. will be turned over to the KO.  All documentation must be current.  If requested by the Government, the contractor shall provide the original record, or a reproducible copy of any such record, within five working days of receipt of the request.  At the completion of the inspection, the certified specialist shall submit written and signed documentation indicating the system complies with the requirements of the current UFC and NPFA standards.  Two (2) copies of the documented activities will be submitted through the Contracting Office to the COR and the installation Fire Department

1.11.1.  Records shall indicate the following:

1.11.1.1.  Procedures performed (inspection, test, and maintenance).

1.11.1.2.  Organization (Company name) and maintenance person performing the work.

1.11.1.3.  Results of all inspections, tests, repair, and maintenance.

1.11.1.4.  Date the test, inspection, or maintenance was performed.

1.11.2.  Acceptance tests (original records) shall be retained for the life of the system or its special components.  Subsequent inspection, test, and maintenance records should be retained for one year after the next test.  The comparison determines deterioration of the system performance or condition and the need for further testing and maintenance.

1.12.  SAFETY.

1.12.1.  The Contractor shall be responsible for ensuring that all work performed under this contract is accomplished in a safe and proper manner.

1.12.1.1.  All Contractor equipment will be equipped with proper safety and noise limiting devices and shall be in a safe operating condition at all times.

1.12.1.2.  All Contractor employees shall be instructed on accident prevention and safety.  Special emphasis shall be placed on the safe operation of equipment and proper working conditions.  Training shall be conducted for all employees by the Contractor on appropriate safety measures and on the employee's obligation to obey all existing installation safety regulations.

1.12.2.  Fire Protection.  The Contractor shall comply with the provisions of the Base Fire Protection Program 8 FWI/51 FWI 32-2001.  The Contractor shall provide suitable fire extinguishers as necessary in the performance of this contract.

1.13.  WORK SCHEDULE.

1.13.1.  The contractor shall coordinate to the COR every work day between the hours of 0700 to 0800 and 1300 to 1330.  The COR shall inform the contractor of any work orders which have been received that require immediate corrective action(s) by the contractor.  Any problems which the contractor encounters in making any inspections, performing maintenance and repairs shall be immediately reported to the COR, with the contractor detailing the reason(s) that inspections, maintenance or repairs cannot be accomplished as required.

1.13.2.  The contractor shall be responsible to provide the COR with a monthly work schedule no later than the twentieth (20th) day of the month before the required inspection of the fire suppression system.  This schedule shall include what type of inspection is being performed: monthly, bi-monthly, quarterly, semiannual, or annual, the facility number, the scheduled day of inspection, and morning or afternoon (A.M. or P.M.) inspection.

1.13.3  It shall be the responsibility of the COR to coordinatethe contractor’s requested work schedule not later than the last duty day of each month.  In the event that there is a conflict in the contractor’s work schedule, the contractor shall immediately notify the COR and reschedule the inspection.

1.14.  DAMAGE TO GOVERNMENT-FURNISHINGS/PERSONAL PROPERTY.

Government-furnishings or property soiled or damaged due to the Contractor's performance shall be cleaned, repaired, replaced, or restored to a condition not less than that existing immediately prior to damage, and without cost to the Government.  This shall also apply to the personal property of individuals, which the Contractor may damage during the performance of work under this contract.

1.15.  CONTRACTOR'S EQUIPMENT.

1.15.1.  The Contractor shall be responsible to provide all equipment and tools necessary to perform routine inspections, maintenance, and repair of fire alarm, detection and suppression systems.  The Government will not be responsible for providing, any equipment or tools to the Contractor for use in performing the requirements of this contract.

1.16.  INCLEMENT WEATHER  The Contractor shall be required to perform routine inspections, maintenance and repairs during inclement weather.  Exceptions to this may be authorized by the KO in cases of very severe weather.  Rescheduling to provide make-up inspections, maintenance and repairs shall not be a basis for a claim by the contractor for additional compensation or permission to alter other regularly scheduled service.

SECTION C-2

2.  DEFINITIONS:

2.1  GENERAL DEFINITIONS.

2.1.1    Defective Service:  A service output that does not meet the standard of performance specified in the contract for that service.

2.1.2    Lot:  The total number of potential service outputs in a surveillance period.

2.1.3    Performance Requirement:  The point that divides acceptable and unacceptable performance according to the performance requirement summary and the Inspection of Services Clause.  It is the number of defectives or maximum percent defective in the lot that is deemed acceptable.  Any further defectives will require the government to affect the price computation system.

2.1.4    Performance Requirement Summary:  A listing of the service outputs under the contract that are to be evaluated by the COR on a regular basis, the surveillance methods to be used for these outputs, and the performance requirement of the listed outputs.

2.1.5    Quality Assurance:  A planned and systematic pattern of all actions necessary to provide confidence that adequate technical requirements are established; products and services conform to established technical requirements; and satisfactory performance is achieved.  For purposes of this RFP, quality assurance refers to actions by the government.

2.1.6     Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR):  A government employee with specific limited authority, as appointed by a contracting officer, to represent them in monitoring contractor performance.

2.1.7    Quality Control:  Those actions taken by a contractor to control the production of outputs to ensure that they conform to the contract requirements.

2.1.8    Sample:  A sample consists of one or more service outputs drawn from a lot for quality assurance surveillance.

2.2  TECHNICAL DEFINITIONS.

2.2.1     Adjustment:  To make minor repair(s) or corrections to a fire detection and suppression system to return the system back to its original operating condition.

2.2.2     Customer:  Those personnel within a facility that receive fire detection and suppression  system routine inspections, maintenance, or repairs.

2.2.3     Expendable Materials:  Items that are not supplied by the Government as part of the Government-Furnished Property and Services.  Such items may include screws, nuts, bolts, washers, electrical tape, lubrication, etc.

2.2.4     Repair:  To restore by replacing part(s) or correcting other defects in the system and returning the system back to its original operating condition after malfunction.

2.2.5     Replace:  To remove a non-working (damaged) part and install a new, like part in place of the non-working part.

2.2.6     Reset:  To return non-functioning fire detection and suppression system back to its original operating condition after the alarm has activated.

2.2.7     Restoration:  To return a fire detection and suppression system back to its original operating condition after the system has activated, but not by the normal method of the simple movement of switches, valves or controls.

SECTION C-3

3.  GOVERNMENT-FURNISHED PROPERTY AND SERVICES:

3.1  GENERAL INFORMATION.  The Government will provide, without cost to the contractor, reasonable amounts of water and electricity necessary in each facility to perform the requirements of this contract.  The Government will also provide, for emergency purposes only, the following services: Security Police, Fire Protection, and Hospital Emergency.  These services can be contacted at telephone extension 911.

3.2  Any time the contractor uses one of the above emergency services, the Project Manager shall immediately report to the COR with all of the details.  The Project Manager will be required to submit, in writing, within two (2) calendar days, the details surrounding the use of this service to the COR.

3.3  GOVERNMENT FURNISHED FACILITY (KUNSAN AB ONLY).  No Government Furnished Facility will be provided at Osan AB.    A Government Furnished facility will be provided at Kunsan AB.  The government will furnish the contractor space within facility #786 to use during the term of this contract.  Drawings indicating the areas in this facility will be issued to the successful offeror after the award of the contract.

3.3.2  The Government shall furnish this facility with utilities, which shall include water (hot and cold), electricity, heat, air-conditioning, telephone service (local calls only), and restrooms.  The contractor will not be required to pay for any of these services.  The contractor will be responsible to use the utilities conservatively.

3.3.3  The contractor shall be required to perform basic custodial care services for the interior of building 786.  The level of care will be comparable to other similar facilities on Kunsan AB.  Contractor shall be responsible for landscape maintenance around building 786 to a maximum distance of 100 feet or to a man made divider such as street or a parking lot whichever distance is greater.  The grass will be cut to conform to the following heights: shall not exceed 2 ½ inches and will not be cut shorter than ¾ inches.  Contractor shall also perform all edging around sidewalks and pruning of shrubs as required.

3.3.4  The contractor will not be authorized to make any modifications to this facility without the expressed written approval of the KO.  Any modification that is approved shall be at the contractor’s own expense. 

3.4  CONTRACTOR ACQUIRED PARTS (CAP):  The Government will pay for all replacement parts for the routine inspection, maintenance, and repair of fire alarm, detection, and suppression systems.  These parts may include but will be not limited to, transmitters, smoke detectors, heat detectors, and sprinkler heads. 

3.4.1  The contractor shall be responsible for ordering of replacement parts for maintenance and repair of fire alarm, detection, and suppression systems.  It shall be the responsibility of the contractor to ensure ample supplies of the necessary replacement parts are kept on hand at all times.  Prior to ordering of any parts, it shall be the responsibility of the contractor to submit to the COR a list of parts required by the contractor with a copy of the quote showing the price of each part.  Upon approval by the KO, the contractor shall proceed to order the replacement parts.  The Contractor shall allow the KO five (5) business days to review and approve their list of required parts and costs.  However, if  five business elapsed without the KO review and approval, the contractor shall not proceed until he receives such approval.  

SECTION C-4

4.  SPECIFIC TASKS:

4.1    GENERAL INFORMATION:  The contractor shall be responsible to furnish all necessary personnel, equipment, tools, materials, supervision, and other items and services necessary to perform routine inspection, maintenance and repair of fire alarm, detection, and suppression systems located in various facilities on this installation as defined in this performance work statement (PWS) at Kunsan and Osan Air Bases, Republic of Korea.  The contractor shall perform to the standards in this contract.  The estimated quantities of work are listed in Technical Exhibit 2a, Workload Estimates.

4.2.  SCHEDULING WORK:  Before the contractor starts any restoration actions, tests, inspections, maintenance or repair work on any fire suppression system, the contractor shall notify the COR and Base Fire Department Communications Center in writing of the intended work to be accomplished.  The contractor shall provide the facility number(s) and approximate amount of time that the facility(ies) will be without a fire suppression system.  This will preclude the unnecessary response of emergency equipment.  The Fire Department Communications Center may be reached at 782-4471 for Kunsan AB or 784-4710 for Osan AB.

4.2.1.  After completing work at each facility, the contractor shall again notify the Fire Department Communications Center that the work has been accomplished in this facility.

4.2.2.  The contractor shall be responsible to notify in writing the manager of each facility directly affected before testing or deactivating any system.  The contractor shall also be responsible to notify the manager of each facility directly affected in writing after completion of the test or deactivation.

4.3.  REQUIREMENTS:

4.3.1.  MAINTENANCE SCHEDULE:  The contractor shall be responsible to develop a maintenance / inspection test schedule for each area that will be serviced by this contract.  A copy of this maintenance / inspection test schedule shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer (KO) through the Contracting Officer's Representative (COR) upon award of the contract.

4.3.1.1.  This schedule shall indicate recurring maintenance, inspection and testing requirements as well as annual facilities surveys that shall be conducted to cover all facilities and structures once every three (3) years.  The facility surveys shall be conducted to develop a database on deficiencies found and problem areas that need corrective work.  

4.3.1.2.  The information obtained from the recurring maintenance inspections, and tests, and by the facility surveys shall be disclosed to the Government and become Government property.  

4.4.  MAJOR ITEMS AND TYPES OF WORK:

4.4.1.  The items and types of work described below are examples of the work that shall be accomplished.  This description is by no means an all inclusive description and the contractor shall be required to maintain and repair all installed fire detection, fire alarm and fire alarm, detection, and suppression systems and installed equipment to provide reliable and satisfactory system operations.

4.4.2.  Surveys, recurring maintenance tests, and inspections shall be accomplished as scheduled by the Contractor.  Maintenance and repair work based on survey results, because of the installation mission requirements, or due to unforeseen circumstances or emergencies, may be accomplished by the Contractor.  

4.4.3.  The contractor shall be responsible to provide repair and restoration work to accomplish the mission requirements of this installation. This repair and restoration work includes, but is not limited to, installing components to repair fire alarm, detection, and suppression systems in existing or newly renovated facilities and to alter existing fire alarm detection and suppression systems.  The specific work items are delineated in section 4.10.

4.5.  OPERATIONAL TESTS AND INSPECTIONS:

4.5.1.  The contractor shall be responsible to perform operational tests and inspections in accordance with United Facility Criteria(UFC) 3-600-02.  The contractor shall also comply with the provisions of the latest revision of the National Fire Protection Association (NFPA) standards to ensure that each system operates as designed.  In all cases of operational tests and inspections, the contractor shall use the latest revision of any publication pertaining to the work accomplished under this contract.

4.5.2.  The contractor shall maintain a written record of all operational test and inspections accomplished.  The contractor shall furnish the COR a copy of these inspections records no later than the third (3rd) duty day of the month following the operational tests and inspections. Thirty (30) days before termination of the contract a hard copy and electronic (if it exists) copy of all documentation pertaining to work accomplished under the provisions of this contract will be provided to the Government.  This information shall be current.  

4.5.3.  The contractor shall be responsible to perform the tests and inspections on the types of systems listed in UFC 3-600-02, Chapter 2.

4.5.4.  Maintenance Baseline:  In order to establish a maintenance baseline for all facilities covered under this procurement, the contractor shall perform all annual test and inspections within 120 days after the start of the contract.  Systems requiring more frequent inspections, such as semi-annual and monthly, shall be inspected within the first month of service.

4.6.  PREVENTIVE AND RECURRING MAINTENANCE:

4.6.1.  The contractor shall be responsible to perform preventive maintenance on each separate system in accordance with the manufacturer recommendations.  The contractor shall also comply with the requirements outlined in UFC 3-600-02.

4.6.2.  The contractor shall be responsible to maintain written records of all preventive and recurring maintenance performed on each separate system.  The contractor shall be responsible for preparing two (2) sets of these records at the end of each month.  The contractor shall forward these two (2) sets of records to the COR.  

4.7.  CORRECTION OF DEFICIENCIES:

4.7.1.  The contractor shall be responsible to provide repairs to any deficiencies found on existing systems during normal inspections, tests, recurring maintenance and through service calls, etc.  The contractor shall inform the COR immediately of any deficiencies found that require immediate corrective actions.

4.7.2.   The contractor shall correct immediately any minor deficiencies it discovers during an inspection or maintenance effort or that are pointed to the Contractor, if (a) the corrective work can be accomplished with no more than four persons-hours of work, and (b) the required materials are included in the bench stock.  This work will be classified as maintenance.  If, during inspection/or maintenance, the Contractor discovers a deficiency it cannot correct as maintenance, it shall the COR immediately. 

4.8.  NORMAL DUTY HOURS:  The Contractor shall ensure that the Government can contact the Contractor’s fire alarm technician immediately, at any time during normal duty hours.  The fire alarm technician shall investigate any reported deficiency within one (1) hour after being contacted.

4.8.1.  The contractor may use a two-way radio to stay in contact with the Base Fire Department Alarm Control Center or provide the COR with a telephone number and point of contact during normal duty hours. 

4.8.2.  As soon as the Contractor determined that it cannot within four hours restore operability of an inoperative system under this contract, Contractor shall immediately notify the COR of that situation.  The Contractor shall not leave inoperative, take out, or shut down any fire detection, alarm, or suppression system without prior approval by the COR and the pertinent Fire Chief.

4.8.3.  The Government shall be responsible to provide precautionary or an alternate means of protection during this period.  The contractor shall immediately notify the COR when the system has been returned to a normal operating condition.  

4.9.  SYSTEM CHECKLISTS:

4.9.1.  The contractor shall be responsible to develop a checklist for each separate type of fire detection system, fire alarm system, or fire suppression system.  These system checklists shall be submitted with the proposal.

4.9.1.1.  The contractor's checklist shall contain sequenced, step by step restoration procedures, inspection procedures, test procedures, and maintenance procedures.

4.9.1.2.  To facilitate future restoration, maintenance and testing work, the contractor shall be responsible to affix metal tags or a similar device which contains the identification number of system controls, switches, valves, and other control mechanisms.

4.9.1.3.  The contractor shall be responsible to maintain applicable National Fire Protection Association (NFPA) pamphlets and the manufacturer's technical data for each make of system, equipment, or component.

4.9.1.4.  The contractor shall be responsible to develop, maintain and use AF Form 1841, Maintenance Action Sheets (MAS) or automated products for each different system. The MAS shall list the test, inspection, and maintenance action required for each task and the frequency of performance for each task.

4.10.  REPAIR/RESTORATION WORK:

4.10.1.  The contractor shall also be responsible to perform to repair/restoration for existing  fire detection, fire alarm and suppression systems.

4.10.2.  Repair work consists of upgrading an existing system to meet current fire standards, or realigning an existing system to meet new requirements.  All work shall will conform to UFC and NFPA standards.

4.11.  FACILITY DEFICIENCIES:

The contractor shall be responsible to notify the COR, in writing, of any deficiencies or problem areas found relating to the fire detection systems, fire alarm systems, or fire suppression systems.  These written report will be provided to the COR on the same day that the deficiency is found.

4.12.  BENCH STOCK:

4.12.1.  Under the terms of this contract, the Contractor shall be required to purchase sufficient parts necessary to maintain a bench stock to make repairs, alterations or maintain fire detection systems, fire alarm systems, or fire suppression systems.  It shall be the responsibility of the Contractor to keep the COR informed at all times in regards to the items required to maintain the necessary bench stock.

4.12.2.  The contractor shall be responsible to maintain a stock of U.S. Government furnished agents for foam, gaseous, dry chemicals and other fire protection system components.  The contractor shall maintain necessary sufficient quantities of each of these  in order to complete servicing of the largest capacity systems of each type of system at one (1) facility at one (1) time.

4.12.3. As used in this clause, the term “EFT” refers to the funds transfer and may also include the payment information transfer.

(2) In the event the Government is unable to release one or more payments by EFT, the Contractor agrees to either--

(i) Accept payment by check or some other mutually agreeable method of payment; or

(ii) Request the Government to extend payment due dates until such time as the Government makes payment by EFT (but see paragraph (d) of this clause).

(b) Mandatory submission of Contractor's EFT information. However, EFT information supplied to a designated office shall be applicable only to contracts that identify that designated office as the office to receive EFT information for that contract.

(c) Mechanisms for EFT payment. The Government may make payment by EFT through either the Automated Clearing House (ACH) network, subject to the rules of the National Automated Clearing House Association, or the Fedwire Transfer System. The rules governing Federal payments through the ACH are contained in 31 CFR part 210.

(d) Suspension of payment. (1) The Government is not required to make any payment under this contract until after receipt, by the designated office, of the correct EFT payment information from the Contractor. However, the Contractor may request that no further payments be made until the updated EFT information is implemented by the payment office. If such suspension would result in a late payment under the prompt payment terms of this contract, the Contractor's request for suspension shall extend the due date for payment by the number of days of the suspension.

(e) Liability for uncompleted or erroneous transfers. (1) If an uncompleted or erroneous transfer occurs because the Government used the Contractor's EFT information incorrectly, the Government remains responsible for--

(i) Making a correct payment;

(ii) Paying any prompt payment penalty due; and

(iii) Recovering any erroneously directed funds.

(2) If an uncompleted or erroneous transfer occurs because the Contractor's EFT information was incorrect, or was revised within 30 days of Government release of the EFT payment transaction instruction to the Federal Reserve System, and--

(i) If the funds are no longer under the control of the payment office, the Government is deemed to have made payment and the Contractor is responsible for recovery of any erroneously directed funds; or

(ii) If the funds remain under the control of the payment office, the Government shall not make payment and the provisions of paragraph (d) shall apply.

(f) EFT and prompt payment. A payment shall be deemed to have been made in a timely manner in accordance with the prompt payment terms of this contract if, in the EFT payment transaction instruction released to the Federal Reserve System, the date specified for settlement of the payment is on or before the prompt payment due date, provided the specified payment date is a valid date under the rules of the Federal Reserve System.

(g) EFT and assignment of claims. If the Contractor assigns the proceeds of this contract as provided for in the assignment of claims terms of this contract, the Contractor shall require as a condition of any such assignment, that the assignee shall provide the EFT information required by paragraph (j) of this clause to the designated office, and shall be paid by EFT in accordance with the terms of this clause. In all respects, the requirements of this clause shall apply to the assignee as if it were the Contractor. (4) Acquired with advance of funds, loans, or guaranties made by or on behalf of the United States.

(b) The Contractor shall use privately owned U.S.-flag commercial vessels to ship at least 50 percent of the gross tonnage involved under this contract (computed separately for dry bulk carriers, dry cargo liners, and tankers) whenever shipping any equipment, materials, or commodities under the conditions set forth in paragraph (a) above, to the extent that such vessels are available at rates that are fair and reasonable for privately owned U.S.-flag commercial vessels.

(c)(1) The Contractor shall submit one legible copy of a rated on-board ocean bill of lading for each shipment to both (i) the Contracting Officer, and (ii) the Division of National Cargo, Office of Market Development, Maritime Administration, U.S. Department of Transportation, Washington, DC 20590. Subcontractor bills of lading shall be submitted through the Prime Contractor.

(2) The Contractor shall furnish these bill of lading copies (i) within 20 working days of the date of loading for shipments originating in the United States, or (ii) within 30 working days for shipments originating outside the United States. Each bill of lading copy shall contain the following information:

(A) Sponsoring U.S. Government agency.

(B) Name of vessel.

(C) Vessel flag of registry.

(D) Date of loading.

(E) Port of loading.

(F) Port of final discharge.

(G) Description of commodity.

(H) Gross weight in pounds and cubic feet if available.

(I) Total ocean freight revenue in U.S. dollars.

(d) The Contractor shall insert the substance of this clause, including this paragraph (d), in all subcontracts or purchase orders under this contract, except those described in paragraph (e)(4).

(e) The requirement in paragraph (a) does not apply to--

(1) Cargoes carried in vessels of the Panama Canal Commission or as required or authorized by law or treaty;

(2) Ocean transportation between foreign countries of supplies purchased with foreign currencies made available, or derived from funds that are made available, under the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 (22 U.S.C. 2353); 

(3) Shipments of classified supplies when the classification prohibits the use of non-Government vessels, and 

(4) Subcontracts or purchase orders for the acquisition of commercial items unless--

(i) This contract is--

(A) A contract or agreement for ocean transportation services; or

(B) A construction contract; or

(ii) The supplies being transported are--

(A) Items the Contractor is reselling or distributing to the Government without adding value. (Generally, the Contractor does not add value to the items when it subcontracts items for f.o.b. destination shipment); or

(B) Shipped in direct support of U.S. military--

(1) Contingency operations;

(2) Exercises; or

(3) Forces deployed in connection with United Nations or North Atlantic Treaty Organization humanitarian or peacekeeping operations.
