Section C - Descriptions and Specifications

.
STATEMENT OF WORK

CLEANING OF HVAC DUCT AND DRYER DUCT, OSAN AB

1.   SCOPE OF CONTRACT.    The Contractor shall provide all personnel, equipment, tools, materials, supervision and other items and services necessary to perform cleaning of all HVAC duct systems from the mechanical room throughout all air distribution ducts to include the diffusers, and dryer vent systems to the final point of outlet on the roof or the wall including vent screens and vents at the building exit in various facilities on Osan Air Base in accordance with all of the terms and conditions of this contract.  

1.1.   Principle Features.  This project includes, but is not limited to, the following principle features:

1.1.1. Scheduling Services.  The Contractor shall schedule all services with the facility manager of each building in order to ensure complete cooperation between the customer and the Contractor. 

1.1.2. Extent of cleaning.  The entire system, HVAC duct systems from the mechanical room throughout all air distribution ducts to include the diffusers and dryer vent systems to the final point of outlet on the roof or the wall including vent screens and vents at the building exit, shall be thoroughly cleaned and all foreign matter (lint, debris, dust, soot, etc) shall be removed by use of a robot cleaner or a technically advanced cleaning equipment. All furniture, desks, chairs, etc. shall be covered for protection during cleaning operations.  

1.1.3. Finishing-up.  After the duct/vent systems are properly cleaned, the Contractor shall clean all surrounding areas where foreign matter or moisture may have fallen and all duct/vent systems shall be resealed to original conditions.  All materials, equipment, appliances, and furnishings shall be reinstalled to their original location and condition.  

1.1.4. Videotaping Performance.  The Contractor shall record the entire condition and area inside the duct/vent systems by video camera before and after cleaning.  This videotape shall be turned into the COR prior to submittal of Contractor’s invoice of payment for services provided. 

1.1.5. Disposal.  The Contractor shall dispose of all foreign matter generated by this contract to an approved off-base location.  Disposal shall be accomplished in full compliance with all existing Republic of Korea Environmental laws and regulations. The Contractor shall be responsible for any permits or fees associated with the use of off-base disposal locations.

1.1.6. Air-Volume Control Devices.  Dampers and any air-directional mechanical devices inside the Air Conveyance System (ACS) must have their position marked prior to cleaning and, upon completion, must be restored to their marked position.

1.1.7. Temporary Access Holes.  Any access holes temporarily cut for the cleaning process shall be repaired so as not to significantly alter the airflow.  All openings, after completion of cleaning, shall be sealed.  For insulated duct, care shall be exercised to neatly cut off the insulation for openings.  After the completion of work, the removed pieces shall be reinstalled using tape and adhesive, in such manner as to provide equal insulation function.  The reinstalled patch shall be marked with fluorescent color (paint or tape) in order to be easily identified.

1.2. Removal Requirements For Air Handling Unit (AHU):

1.2.1. Coils.  The Contractor shall clean all heating and cooling coils both sides of the coils to remove loose lint, dust, debris, grease, other clogging materials, etc., without damaging coil surfaces.  The power vacuum shall be used in conjunction with washing and rinsing to eliminate excessive moisture accumulation.

1.2.2. Blower, Intake or Exhaust Fans.  The Contractor shall insure that supply, return, intake and exhaust fans and blowers are thoroughly cleaned by coil cleaner, brushing, and power vacuuming.  Areas to be cleaned include blowers, fan housings, scrolls, blades or vanes, shafts, baffles, dampers and drive assemblies.

1.2.3. Plenum, Dampers, Pans and Other Support Surfaces.  The Contractor shall clean all interior surfaces of AHU plenum, pans and support items by power vacuuming and coil cleaner.  Where necessary, a pressure washer shall be used to remove severe soil.

3.1.1. Any time the Contractor uses one of the above services, the Contract Manager (CM) shall immediately report to the Contracting Officer’s Representatives (COR) with all of the details.  The CM shall be required to submit, in writing, within two calendar days, the details surrounding the use of these services to the COR.

3.1.2. All costs associated with the use of emergency services shall be reimbursed to the Government within two calendar days of the incident or as directed by the KO.

3.2.  Conservation Of Utilities:

3.2.1. The Government will provide, without cost to the Contractor, reasonable amounts of water and electricity required to perform the requirements of this contract.  The Contractor shall instruct all employees in utility conservation practices.  The Contractor shall be responsible for operating under conditions that preclude the waste of utilities.

3.2.2. All reasonable quantities of water and electricity will be furnished at no charge to the Contractor for the work performed on USFK installations.  Coordination shall be made with the installation engineer for locations of water and electrical supply points.  Temporary connections shall be made by experienced craftsmen and they shall be coordinated with the COR.  The Contractor shall pay for repair of utility systems damaged by Contractor employees.  Utilities required for work performed at off-base locations shall be obtained at the expense of the Contractor.

3.2.3. The Contractor shall instruct all employees in utility conservation practices.

4.   CONTRACTOR PERSONNEL.

4.1.  Contractor Qualification

4.1.1. The Contractor shall not be authorized to employ anyone who has been suspended, debarred, or is otherwise ineligible to obtain Government contracts.

4.1.2. Relative Experience.  The Contractor shall have at least 1-year experience in HVAC cleaning service or related services for USFK, local industry or ROK governmental entities or agencies. 

4.1.3. Tools and Equipment.  Tools and equipment required for work performance shall be in good working condition and shall be of the appropriate type for work accomplishment.

4.2.  Contract Manager (CM).  The Contractor shall provide a contract manager who shall be the point of contact for the performance of work.  CM shall have at least 1 year of satisfactory experience performing the same or similar services stated in this contract.  The name of CM, or alternate(s), who shall act for the Contractor when CM is absent, shall be designated in writing to the contracting officer (KO) and COR.  Resumes of CM and/or alternate(s) shall be submitted with the proposal

4.2.1. The contract manager or alternate shall have full authority to act for the Contractor on all contract matters relating to daily operation of this contract.

4.2.2. The CM or alternate(s) CM shall be an individual who is capable of conversing in and comprehending English to the satisfaction of the COR and Contracting Officer.  The CM or alternate shall also fully understand the requirements of the work to be accomplished this contract.  The CM or alternate shall be on site at all times while any work is being accomplished under this contract.  The CM shall be responsible to coordinate the Contractor’s work schedules and supervise the performance work being accomplished under this contract.

4.2.3. The CM or alternate shall coordinate with the COR each workday between of 0700 and 0800 hours.  The CM shall receive any pertinent information as to any activities that may affect the performance of work under this contract.

4.3. Contractor Employees.    

4.3.1. The Contractor shall insure all employees have adequate knowledge of the proper procedures for using chemicals, tools and equipment necessary to complete assigned tasks.

4.3.2.  Contractors shall present a neat appearance and be easily recognized as Contractor employees.  This may be accomplished by wearing appropriate badges, which contain the company name and employee’s name. Such badges shall be furnished and controlled by the Contractor. All Contractor employees shall be required to display an approved identification badge at all times during the performance of work under this contract. 

4.3.3. The Contractor shall be responsible for full control over all of his employees at all times.  The Contractor’s employees shall not be authorized to enter Government facilities other than those requiring services under this contract.  The Contractor shall ensure that all Contractor employees understand that they are not authorized to receive any instruction from any Government employee other than the KO or COR.  The Contractor’s employees shall not discuss the requirements of this contract with any Government employee.  The Contractor’s employees shall report any special request for services to the CM who shall immediately coordinate with the COR for correction.

4.4.   Security Requirements.  The Contractor and his employees must comply with all security requirements imposed by the local installation commander at all times while performing the requirements of this contract on this military installation.

4.4.1. Base Passes.  It shall be the Contractor’s responsibility to arrange for base passes and necessary vehicle permits required for entry onto this installation prior to performing any work under this contract.  The COR will not be responsible for providing escorts for the Contractor.

4.4.2. Escort Privileges.  Escort privileges will be authorized only for the CM, alternate with a limit of three (3) persons per base pass.  It is the Contractor’s responsibility to ensure that the escorting official has full control over all escorted individuals at all times.  Any individual removed from this installation will not be authorized further access to this installation.

5.   QUALITY CONTROL.

5.1. The Contractor shall develop, submit and maintain a quality control plan to ensure dryer duct and HVAC duct cleaning services are performed in accordance with this contract.  The Contractor shall submit the QCP to the COR within 10 calendar days after award of the contract.  As a minimum the quality control plan (QCP) shall:

5.1.1.  Describe adequate means and methods to ensure quality services are provided throughout the life of the contract.

5.1.2.  Specify the areas in each facility to be inspected on either a scheduled or unscheduled basis, how often inspections will be accomplished and the name and title of the individual(s) who will perform the inspection.

5.1.3. Describe the methods of identifying and preventing deficiencies in the quality of services performed before the level of performance becomes unacceptable.

5.1.4. On-site record of all inspections conducted by the Contractor, and necessary corrective action, which shall be made available to the Government at any time during the term of this contract. 

5.2.  The CM is responsible for the instructing and training of Contractor personnel in proper and specific work methods and procedures required performing the requirements of this SOW.  He will direct, schedule and coordinate all cleaning of ventilation and exhaust systems to completely accomplish the work as required by the contract and paragraph 1, including sub-paragraphs, of this SOW.

5.2.1. The CM shall be on site and provide direct, continuous inspection and supervision of work conducted by the Contractor while on Osan Air Base.

5.2.2. Services reported incomplete, deficient, or not accomplished as scheduled shall be reported to the Contractor by the COR for immediate corrective.  Deficient services will be acceptably completed, corrected, or re-accomplished no later than 24 hours from notification by the COR.

5.2.3. Failure to acceptably or satisfactorily re-accomplish, complete, or timely correct all scheduled services will be subject to application of the “DEFAULT’ Clause.

6.  QUALITY ASSURANCE.  
The Government will evaluate the Contractor's performance under this contract using the Inspection of Services Clause.  The Government will record all surveillance observations.  When an observation indicated deficient performance, the COR will request the Contractor's representative to initial the observation.  The CM may be required to meet at least weekly with the COR and/or KO during the first month of the contract.  Meetings will be as often as necessary thereafter as determined by the COR.  However, if the Contractor requests, a meeting will be held whenever a Contract Discrepancy Report (AF Form 802) is issued.  The COR will keep minutes of these meetings and shall be signed by the COR.  Should the Contractor not concur with the minutes, the Contractor shall so state any areas of nonoccurrence, in writing, to the KO within five (5) calendar days of receipt of the signed minutes.

7.   HOURS OF OPERATION.

7.1.  Working Hours.  

The Contractor shall maintain normal work hours from 0800 to 1700 hours, Monday through Friday, exclusive of both US and ROK holidays.  The Contractor may be required to perform some cleaning of HVAC duct systems on Saturdays or Sundays due to the facility being closed.  The COR or inspector shall coordinate all weekend work with the Contractor at least seven calendar days in advance.  Requests by the Contractor to work in other facilities on Saturdays, Sundays, or holidays shall be submitted, in writing, to the COR seven calendar days in advance of the requested work day.  The Contractor will receive a written reply from the COR no later than 7 calendar days prior to the requested workday.

8.   FIRM FIXED PORTION.

8.1.  Work Schedule.  The Contractor shall develop and submit a proposed work schedule for the next month’s cleaning services to the COR no later than five (5) working days prior to the end of the month for approval. The Contractor shall have a verification log to be signed by the facility manager of each building.

8.2.   Frequencies.  The Contractor shall schedule facility ducts listed on Appendix B for cleaning services as follow:

8.2.1. All ducts (with the exception of those annotated with an asterisk (*), Bldg # on Appendix B) shall be cleaned four (4) times per year, exactly three (3) months apart.

8.2.2. Those facilities with an asterisk shall be cleaned six (6) times per year, exactly two (2) months apart.

9.   REQUIREMENTS PORTION.  

Regardless of the exact duct size, the required area of cleaning for all ducting in each facility will be calculated at a standard 30% of the floor area without additional costs.

10.   SAFETY:

10.1. The general safety requirements of EM 385-1-1 and AFOSH 91-501, 91-1 through 91-69 and 48-8 through 48-9 with applicable attachments, figures and tables shall be complied with in all Contractor activities pertaining to this contract.  EM can be viewed at http://www.usace.army.mil/inet/usace-docs/eng-manuals/em385-1-1 and AFOSH can be viewed at http://www.edwards.af.mil/psafety/docs/afind17.pdf.  

10.2. The Contractor is responsible for ensuring that all work performed under this contract is accomplished in a safe and proper manner. The Contractor shall be required to provide all equipment, including ladders, safety equipment, etc. to perform this work.  The Contractor shall not use furniture to stand on or as a work surface to perform this contract.

10.3. All Contractor employees shall be instructed on accident prevention and safety.  Special emphasis shall be placed on the safe operation of equipment.  Conduct training for all employees on appropriate safety measures and on employees’ obligation to obey all existing base regulations.  All Contractor equipment shall be equipped with proper safety and noise limiting devices and shall be in a safe operating condition at all times.  All Contractor safety equipment shall be subject to safety inspections at any time by the COR.  Any defective equipment shall be repaired, replaced, or removed as directed by the COR or Contracting Officer (KO). 

11.   ENVIRONMENTAL CONTROLS.

11.1. Compliance with Laws and Regulations.  

The Contractor shall be knowledgeable of and comply with all applicable Environmental Governing Standard - Republic of Korea (EGS - ROK), and local laws, regulations, and requirements regarding environmental protection.  In the event of environmental law/regulation/requirement changes during the term of this contract: the Contractor shall comply with such law/regulation as changed.  If there is an increase or decrease in cost as a result of the change, the Contractor shall immediately inform the Contracting Officer for possible modification of the contract.

11.2. Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS).  

It shall be the responsibility of the Contractor to furnish MSDS’s, in Korean and English, for all hazardous materials used under the terms and conditions of this contract.  Types of materials that the Contractor shall submit MSDS’s will include, but is not limited to, cleaning fluids, spot remover, gum remover, gasoline, etc., and required by U.S. Governmental Laws and Regulations or Korean Environmental Laws and Regulations.

11.3.  The contractor is responsible for complying with all existing federal, state, and local environmental laws and regulations, including the Environmental Governing Standards in USFK Pamphlet 200-1.  The contractor is also responsible for obtaining appropriate environmental permits required for contract performance.  Copies of USFK Pamphlet 200-1 can be obtained from Requiring Activity.

12.   INCLEMENT WEATHER:
12.1. The Contractor shall perform the cleaning of ventilation and exhaust systems during periods of inclement weather unless directed not to do so by the KO.  In the case of severe inclement weather, the Contractor will be allowed to alter regularly scheduled cleanings.  The Contractor shall notify the COR prior to altering any scheduled cleanings.

12.2. The Contractor shall make up all missed cleanings within 24 hours after the severe inclement weather has ended.  The Contractor shall submit a revised work schedule to the COR for approval.  Rescheduling cleaning shall not be a basis for a claim by the Contractor for additional compensation or permission to neglect other regularly scheduled cleanings.

13.   EQUIPMENT CLEAN UP.  
All Contractor supplies, equipment, and machinery shall be kept out of traffic lanes or other areas where they might cause a hazardous condition.  All trash and debris resulting from work under this contract shall be disposed of by the Contractor, off the installation, and at the Contractor’s own expense.

14.   DAMAGE TO GOVERNMENT FURNISHING OR EQUIPMENT.  
Government furnishings soiled or damaged due to the Contractor’s performance shall be cleaned, repaired, replaced, or restored to a condition, not less than that existing immediately prior to damage, and without cost to the Government.  Misuse or abuse of Government property will be reason for “DEFAULT” action by the Government under the terms of this contract.

15.   MATERIAL SUBMITTALS.  

The Contractor shall have an approved AF Form 3000, Material Approval Submittal, and be responsible to process a MSDS for all hazardous materials to be used for the performance of this contract.  Approval of the cleaning agent, robot cleaners and work performance method will depend upon effectiveness, durability, and protection of the ventilation and exhaust systems. The Contractor shall submit four copies of AF Form 3000 to the COR for approval at least fifteen days prior to ordering or using any material for this contract.  Any materials or equipment not approved by the COR will not be used. 

16.   CONTRACTOR EQUIPMENT.    

16.1. The Contractor shall be required to provide all equipment necessary to perform cleaning of HVAC duct and Dryer Duct at Osan Air Base, and shall submit a list of equipments with the proposal.  The Government shall not be responsible for providing any equipment to the Contractor.  

16.2. All equipment provided by the Contractor shall be subject to inspection at any time by the COR.  Any equipment found to be defective in proper operation or safety standards by the COR shall either be repaired or replaced by the Contractor.

17.   BUSINESS REGISTERATION.  

The Contractor shall possess the Business Registration of Cleaning and Building Maintenance, and the copy of the Business Registration shall be submitted with the proposal. 

APPENDIX A

WORKLOAD ESTIMATES I (HVAC DUCTS)

GENERAL: The location of HVAC ducts and vents will be in various facilities at Osan Air Base. The Contractor will be provided with a Mechanical Plan of each facility to be cleaned.  This plan will contain the best information possible on the existing condition of the ductwork layout, diffusers, and air handlers in the facility. Regardless of the exact duct size, the required area of cleaning for all ducting in each facility will be calculated at a standard 30% of the floor area without additional costs.

Section E - Inspection and Acceptance 

CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.246-4      INSPECTION OF SERVICES--FIXED-PRICE (AUG 1996)

(a) Definitions. "Services," as used in this clause, includes services performed, workmanship, and material furnished or utilized in the performance of services.

(b) The Contractor shall provide and maintain an inspection system acceptable to the Government covering the services under this contract. Complete records of all inspection work performed by the Contractor shall be maintained and made available to the Government during contract performance and for as long afterwards as the contract requires.

(c) The Government has the right to inspect and test all services called for by the contract, to the extent practicable at all times and places during the term of the contract. The Government shall perform inspections and tests in a manner that will not unduly delay the work.

(d) If the Government performs inspections or tests on the premises of the Contractor or a subcontractor, the Contractor shall furnish, and shall require subcontractors to furnish, at no increase in contract price, all reasonable facilities and assistance for the safe and convenient performance of these duties.

(e) If any of the services do not conform with contract requirements, the Government may require the Contractor to perform the services again in conformity with contract requirements, at no increase in contract amount. When the defects in services cannot be corrected by reperformance, the Government may (1) require the Contractor to take necessary action to ensure that future performance conforms to contract requirements and (2) reduce the contract price to reflect the reduced value of the services performed.

(f) If the Contractor fails to promptly perform the services again or to take the necessary action to ensure future performance in conformity with contract requirements, the Government may (1) by contract or otherwise, perform the services and charge to the Contractor any cost incurred by the Government that is directly related to the performance of such service or (2) terminate the contract for default.

Section F - Deliveries or Performance 

CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.242-15     STOP-WORK ORDER (AUG 1989) 

(a) The Contracting Officer may, at any time, by written order to the Contractor, require the Contractor to stop all, or any part, of the work called for by this contract for a period of 90 days after the order is delivered to the Contractor, and for any further period to which the parties may agree. The order shall be specifically identified as a stop-work order issued under this clause. Upon receipt of the order, the Contractor shall immediately comply with its terms and take all reasonable steps to minimize the 

incurrence of costs allocable to the work covered by the order during the period of work stoppage. Within a period of 90 days after a stop-work is delivered to the Contractor, or within any extension of that period to which the parties shall have agreed, the Contracting Officer shall either-- 

(1) Cancel the stop-work order; or 

(2) Terminate the work covered by the order as provided in the Default, or the Termination for Convenience of the Government, clause of this contract. 

(b) If a stop-work order issued under this clause is canceled or the period of the order or any extension thereof expires, the Contractor shall resume work. The Contracting Officer shall make an equitable adjustment in the delivery schedule or contract price, or both, and the contract shall be modified, in writing, accordingly, if-- 

(1) The stop-work order results in an increase in the time required for, or in the Contractor's cost properly allocable to, the performance of any part of this contract; and 

(2) The Contractor asserts its right to the adjustment within 30 days after the end of the period of work stoppage; provided, that, if the Contracting Officer decides the facts justify the action, the Contracting Officer may receive and act upon the claim submitted at any time before final payment under this contract. 

(c) If a stop-work order is not canceled and the work covered by the order is terminated for the convenience of the Government, the Contracting Officer shall allow reasonable costs resulting from the stop-work order in arriving at the termination settlement. 

(d)  If a stop-work order is not canceled and the work covered by the order is terminated for default, the Contracting Officer shall allow, by equitable adjustment or otherwise, reasonable costs resulting from the stop-work order.

52.216-18      Ordering. (OCT 1995)

(a) Any supplies and services to be furnished under this contract shall be ordered by issuance of delivery orders or task orders by the individuals or activities designated in the Schedule. Such orders may be issued from the effective date of the contract through the last day of that period or each option period exercised.
(b) All delivery orders or task orders are subject to the terms and conditions of this contract. In the event of conflict between a delivery order or task order and this contract, the contract shall control.

(c) If mailed, a delivery order or task order is considered "issued" when the Government deposits the order in the mail. Orders may be issued orally, by facsimile, or by electronic commerce methods only if authorized in the Schedule.

(i) Accept payment by check or some other mutually agreeable method of payment; or

If not otherwise specified in this contract, the payment office is the designated office for receipt of the Contractor's EFT information. If more than one designated office is named for the contract, the Contractor shall provide a separate notice to each office. In the event that the EFT information changes, the Contractor shall be responsible for providing the updated information to the designated office(s).

(2) If the Contractor provides EFT information applicable to multiple contracts, the Contractor shall specifically state the applicability of this EFT information in terms acceptable to the designated office. However, EFT information supplied to a designated office shall be applicable only to contracts that identify that designated office as the office to receive EFT information for that contract.

(c) Mechanisms for EFT payment. The Government may make payment by EFT through either the Automated Clearing House (ACH) network, subject to the rules of the National Automated Clearing House Association, or the Fedwire Transfer System. The rules governing Federal payments through the ACH are contained in 31 CFR part 210.

(d) Suspension of payment. (1) The Government is not required to make any payment under this contract until after receipt, by the designated office, of the correct EFT payment information from the Contractor. Until receipt of the correct EFT information, any invoice or contract financing request shall be deemed not to be a proper invoice for the purpose of prompt payment under this contract. The prompt payment terms of the contract regarding notice of an improper invoice and delays in accrual of interest penalties apply.

(2) If the EFT information changes after submission of correct EFT information, the Government shall begin using the changed EFT information no later than 30 days after its receipt by the designated office to the extent payment is made by EFT. However, the Contractor may request that no further payments be made until the updated EFT information is implemented by the payment office.
